Day 1: Lilongwe

On arrival at Lilongwe International Airport,
you will be met and transferred by road to
your lodge. Heuglin's Lodge is situated in

the peaceful garden suburbs of Lilongwe’s
residential area, yet is in a prime location
being just 5 minutes from the capital city and
just 35 minutes from Lilongwe International
Airport. The Lodge offers a variety of
spacious and tastefully furnished bedrooms
accommodating up to a maximum of 18
people providing a perfect base. One night at

Days 2 to 4: Liwonde National Park

After an early breakfast you will be transferred
by road to MVUU WILDERNESS LODGE in
Liwonde National Park. This National Park is
considered to be the finest park in the whole of
Malawi for game viewing and is also one of the
top birding locations in Southern Africa. Mvuu
Wilderness Lodge is discreetly nestled along
the banks of a quiet lagoon flowing off the
Shire River. The lodge offers luxurious tented
accommodation in 8 spacious ‘Hemingway’

- styled safari tents, with their own en-suite
facilities. The dining room, which is high above
the lagoon on stilts, is a breezy and relaxing
place to spend time between activities.

There is a natural rock swimming pool which

is especially welcome during the summer
months set amongst shady trees within
earshot of hippos in the river. Three nights at
MVUU WILDERNESS LODGE including game
viewing activities. (B, L, D)

Days 5 to 7: Mumbo Island

After breakfast, you will be transferred to Cape
Maclear and the Kayak Africa Base camp. You
will be given a safety talk and instruction on
how to use the kayaks. You can then choose

to either kayak to the island (with guide
accompanying) or be transferred by boat.
Accommodation on Mumbo Island consists
of 5 tents each on raised platforms with
incredible views of Lake Malawi. The tented
bedrooms are fully furnished with their own
shaded view-deck and hammock. Whilst not en
suite, nearby “enviroloos” and al fresco bucket
showers ensure every comfort is provided.
There is a dining area and bar, all made of
eco-friendly timber, thatch and canvas. With
waters that are crystal clear, the diving and
snorkeling opportunities are excellent. Three
nights at MUMBO ISLAND CAMP including
non-motorized water sports. (B, L, D)

Day 8: Mumbo Island / Lilongwe

Today you will be transferred by boat to Cape
Maclear, then transferred by road to Lilongwe
International Airport (apporox 4 hours) where
your tour ends. (B)
