seeing 120 species in one sitting!

Day 1: Beira / Gorongosa National Park

On arrival at Beira International Airport

you will be met by a representative and
transferred to your camp. Explore Gorongosa
is an exclusive seasonal tented eco-camp and
a series of light wilderness fly-camps. This is
the first private ecotourism initiative in the
world-renowned Gorongosa National Park,
and is an undiscovered gem of the African
safari circuit.
